There is a $30 registration fee per show 
and a moderate hanging or placement fee.  We include art 
cards, ceramics, sculpture, jewelry, and glass as well as 
paintings in the monthly art shows. 
The gallery provides regular hours, a Gallery Manager, 
advertising, curating of the show, special placement, a 
provenance label for the artwork, show booklet listing artist 
names, and monthly emails to over 1000 patrons and 
artists.
